PMMF  2006  FEATURED COMPOSER: George F. Handel
Each year the Pleasant Mountains Music Festival strives to bring attention to one specific composer and George F. Handel is the composer who has been chosen to be highlighted this year. 
George F. Handel was born in 1685 to a barber/surgeon in Halle, Germany.  His father did not approve of music and George taught himself secretly. On a trip to the palace of the Duke of Wiessenfels, ten year old George so impressed the Duke playing the organ, the Duke insisted on lessons.  Handel became an expert organist and harpsichordist and began composing.  He moved to Hamburg as a violinist/harpsichordist with the opera orchestra and composed his first opera. From here he moved to Italy to perfect his opera skills and became world famous.  In 1710, Georg Ludwig invited Handel to Hanover to be the head royal musician.  Soon after Handel accepted an invitation to London to write operas and wrote many successful operas.  The British became tired of Italian opera and Handel began composing oratorios in English based on bible stories, the most famous of which is  Messiah.  Handel combined the style of opera, orchestra and church music.   Messiah was first performed in Ireland as a charity fund raiser and became an annual event for charity.  Handel died at the age of seventy-four.
